STBD QTR





Aft (Back end of the ship): Toward the stern.


Amid Ships: The section around the mid-point of a ship (Beam).


Below (Downstairs): Downward, beneath, as to lay below; below the flight deck. 


Bow (Front of the ship): The forward end of a ship or boat. 


Bulkhead (Wall): A vertical partition, never called a wall. "Walls" in a ship. Many bulkheads have a structural function as well as dividing spaces. They serve to maintain stability, prevent water from flooding the entire ship in the event of a breach of the hull, and contain fire. 


Centerline: The dividing line of the ship lengthwise (Divides Port and Starboard).


Chow (Food): Food 


Deck (Floor): Shipboard floor, horizontal plating which divides a ship into layers. Different levels of a ship.  . 


Draft: The distance for the waterline to the bottom of the (Ship) keel.


Fantail: The after end of the main deck. 


Forecastle, Foc'sle: Forward section of the deck on which the anchor handling equipment is located.


Forward:  Toward the Bow.


Freeboard: The distance from the waterline to the main deck.


Galley (Kitchen): Space where food is prepared. Never called a kitchen. 


Hatch (Door): A square or rectangular access in a deck.


Hull: The supporting body of a ship.


Inboard:  Moving toward the centerline.


Outboard: Moving away for the centerline.


Keel: The backbone of a ship.


Ladder (Stairs): A shipboard flight of steps. Never called stairs. 


Mess Decks (Dining Room): 1. Place where meals are eaten, such as Mess Decks, Captain's Mess, etc.


Overhead (Ceiling): The underside of a deck from the overhead of the compartment next below. Never called a ceiling. 


Passageway (Hallway): A corridor used for interior horizontal movement aboard ship. 


Port (Left side of the ship): To the left of the centerline when facing forward. The side of the ship, which lies to the left when the observer faces forward. 


Quarterdeck: area designated by the Commanding Officer for conduct of official business.  Personnel entry and departure point.


Scuttle: Round, watertight opening in a hatch. 


Scuttlebutt: 1. Drinking fountain. 2. A rumor. 


S.O.S.: Contrary to popular notion, the letters S.O.S. do not stand for "Save Our Ship" or "Save Our Souls".  They were selected to indicate a distress because, in Morse code, these letters and their combination create an unmistakable sound pattern


Sickbay (Doctor's Office): Shipboard space used as a hospital or medical center. 


Square away: To put in proper place, to make things shipshape. 


Starboard (Right side of the ship): Right of centerline when facing forward.  The side of the ship, which lies to the right when the observer is facing forward. 


Stern: The aftermost part of a vessel. The rear of the ship.


Topside: General term referring to a weather deck.  A higher level. 


Wake: Trail left by a vessel moving through the water. 


Waterline:  The water level along the hull of a ship.
